Maximizing the Impact of Your Research: Additional Resources

Understanding the impact of your research and what you hope to gain from sharing it
· For this step, you may want to revisit some of the materials introduced in Workshop 1: Framing your research question with Entrepreneurial Mindset. 
· Have the results you collected allowed you to gain any new insights into the research question you posed in that workshop?

Finding the people and groups who are most interested in your work
· Reach out to your research advisor regarding your interest in sharing results. They will be able to suggest appropriate venues specific to your research discipline. Your university Office of Undergraduate Research can also provide ideas (see this example from the University of Illinois: https://undergradresearch.illinois.edu/students/present-publish.html).
· Keep in mind that travel for conference presentations requires funding. You may need to demonstrate to your advisor that you have a plan for how to cover those costs, such as through a competitive travel stipend.
